Sigmund Freud and a Side of Grits—An American Breakfast Tale

ing work and were becoming more weight conscious, thus 
putting the traditional farm breakfast of meat and eggs out 
of vogue. Typical breakfasts of his day consisted of a piece 
of toast, orange juice, and a cup of coffee. He sweetened 
the plot by adding this tidbit: Mr. Bernays happened to be 
the nephew of none other than famous psychoanalyst, Sigmund Freud.

Bernays hired a well-known physician to ask hundreds of doctors whether a light
